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THis is the last edition of the CHRONICLE. [t is
also the first for which the present editor has
been responsible, and he is certain that he cannot
do better than quote the words of the first
volume, issued in January 1893,

“To chronicle the life of the Regiment, that
is our aim.” It is a fine task, one well worthy
of better hands and better brains than we bring
toit. . . . We ask for a great deal of support,
and we confidently appeal to the loyal help and
encouragement of every Officer, non-commis-
sioned Officer, and man . . ."

The CHRONICLE itself has faithfully carried out
its task. Complete bound sets of its volumes
will be placed in the Regimental Museum in
Glasgow, in Ayr and elsewhere. Like the
Regiment, it is amalgamating, and a new
magazine will take its place. No suitable title
for the new magazine has yet been suggested,
and a prize of £10 has been offered—not by
the editor!—for an acceptable name. The name
must be decided by March 1959 and must be
acceptable to the Royal Highland Fusiliers,
4/5 Royal Scots Fusiliers, 5/6 Highland Light
Infantry, | Glasgow Highlanders, and the
affiliated units of both Regiments. Suggestions
will be most gratefully received.

Most subscribers pay for their copies of the
CHroNICLE through Bankers® Orders. These
should now be cancelled (the note in the last
issue’s editorial should be disregarded), and it
would be a graceful gesture if cancellations
could take place after 20th January. The
CHRONICLE has always been self-supporting, but

B
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for some years has been running at a loss and
eating into funds accumulated previously. This
volume, being larger than most, is also more
expensive to produce. It would be appropriate
if its accounts could be wound up without
recourse to a grant from other funds, but to do
this it must rely on the generosity of its
subscribers.

Next Spring, Order Forms will be issued for
the new Magazine. It will be produced twice
yearly in June and December, and the first
volume will record the presentation of Colours
to the new Regiment. It is earnestly hoped that
present subscribers will support the new
magazine,

In this last volume will be found a call to
the Royal Highland Fusiliers; a history of the
amalgamation; a precis of the proceedings of
the Amalgamation Committee; a diary of most
of the Regiment’s major sporting achievements:
an article on the disposal of the Regiment’s
property; the usual notes and other articles,
and a record of the presentation of new Colours
to the Highland Light Infantry of Canada by
the Colonel-in-Chief, Her Royal Highness The
Princess Margaret.

The Battle Honours emblazoned on the
Colours of the Highland Light Infantry are
listed at the front of the volume: those which
will be carried by the Royal Highland Fusiliers
conclude it. No other record of the traditions
and fighting record of the Regiment and which
the new Regiment will inherit is needed.
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The Royal Highland Fusiliers

EARLY next year, on 20th January, the Regiment
will change its name from the Highland Light
Infantry to the Royal Highland Fusiliers, in
amalgamation with The Royal Scots Fusiliers.

From that day, all regular soldiers serving
in the Regiment will wear the new Lowland
Brigade cap badge. The badge will consist of
the thistle, cypher, and motto, nemo me impune
lacessit, mounted on a St. Andrew’s Cross.
The Regiment will wear trews of the Mackenzie
tartan, with spats. The Pipers’ tartan will be
the Dress Erskine as worn by The Royal Scots
Fusiliers. Our 5/6th Bn. and Ist Bn. Glasgow
Highlanders will remain unaffected by these
changes, as will other units affiliated to us.

The Ist Bn., Royal Highland Fusiliers, will
form, on 20th January, at Redford Barracks,
Edinburgh. The Regimental Headquarters will
be in Glasgow, with the Depot at Ayr, until a

Lowland Brigade Depot is formed at Glencorse
in about five years’ time.

No ceremony will take place on 20th January,
but in May or June it is intended to hold a
ceremonial parade, at which it is hoped that
the Colonel-in-Chief of the Royal Highland
Fusiliers, Her Royal Highness The Princess
Margaret, may present us with our new Colours.
The Regimental Colour, royal blue, will have as
its centre badge the Scots Fusilier grenade
mounting the Highland Light Infantry mono-
gram and crown, with the motto, Nemo nos
impune lacessit. 1t will bear the names of 47
Battle Honours, unrivalled in the Line; the
Queen’s Colour, 28.

These events will mark the turning of a new
and important page in the long and eventful
history of our Regiment.

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MAJOR NELSON ROOKE

I'ie many friends of Nelson in the Regiment
will be very grieved to read of his death at
Badminton in September 1958.

PIPE MAJOR ROBERT RENNIE, H.L.l

It is with great regret that we have to announce
the sudden and tragic death of Pipe Major Rennie
on the 22nd June at Luneburg. He was 31 years
of age.

Pipe Major Rennie started his Army career as
a National Serviceman in the R.A.S.C., where he
served in Greece. After his National Service he
joined the Regular Army, originally as a Cameron
Highlander. He was a piper in the Band at Fort
George in 1948 when the Highland Brigade
Training Centre was in being. When the 1st
Battalion returned from Palestine, Rennie
transferred to the Highland Light Infantry. He
very soon earned accelerated promotion to
Corporal in the Pipe Band and he served without
a break in the 1st Battalion until his untimely
death this year.

Whilst the Battalion was in Cyprus in 1956-57
it was very largely due to Pipe Major Rennie that
the Band reached such a strength and technical
proficiency. This was achieved in spite of many
difficulties and under the trying conditions of
Internal Security Operations,

The late Pipe Major was a keen sports player
and in the Battalion Hockey team he was a

valued and useful right half. In the Sergeants
Mess he was a popular and enthusiastic member.

Tuis is an outline of the story of the amal-
gamation proceedings and the facts which finally
led up to my resignation as Colonel of the
Regiment. The first hint that we might be
threatened with amalgamation came in a War
Office letter from the C.1.G.S. dated 13th June,
1957, which said, ‘“ In the case of Scotland the
army council has decided that the reduction will
amount to two battalions, one of which must
come from the Highland Brigade and one from
the Lowland Brigade. It has also been decided
that reductions will be carried out by amal-
gamation rather than by disbandment so this
means that two Regiments in each of the
Highland and Lowland Brigades will have to be
amalgamated. Because of the rather special
position of the Highland Light Infantry they
may be considered for amalgamation in either
the Highland or Lowland Brigades. If they are
recommended for amalgamation with a Reégi-
ment of the Lowland Brigade then two other
Highland Brigade Regiments would have to
amalgamate.”

Following on this letter the Highland and
Lowland Brigade Colonels first met separately at
Scottish Command on 26th June, 1957. The
first item on the Agenda of the Highland
Brigade Council was to decide whether or not the
Highland Light Infantry should remain in the
Highland Brigade. It was the unanimous
decision of the Colonels that the Regiment
should remain and that this decision should be
communicated to the Army Council. The second
decision required was which two of their Regi-
ments should be amalgamated in the future and
it was agreed that the best amalgamation would
be that between the Seaforth Highlanders and
the Queen’s Own Cameron Highlanders.

At the meeting of the Lowland Colonels their
problem was to decide on amalgamation and in
addition they recommended that in order to
equalise the number of Regiments in each
Brigade that the Highland Light Infantry should
be regarded as available for amalgamation
within the Lowland Brigade. They recom-
mended that, if this was accepted, the Highland
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Light Infantry should be amalgamated with
either the Royal Scots Fusiliers or the Cameron-
sans. Other than this they regretted that they
had been unable to reach agreement on a pacific
amalgamation within the Lowland Brigade
Group.

Then followed a meeting of the combined
Colonels and it was then obvious that influence
would be brought to bear for the Regiment to be
mncluded in the Lowland Brigade and, if that was
the case, recommendations put forward for it to
be considered for amalgamation with one of
their existing Regiments.

I then wrote to the C.I.G.S. on 27th June,
1957, saying that, with the agreement and
backing of the representative Colonel of the
Highland Brigade, I wished to represent the fact
that my Regiment, except for the accident of
having its Depot located in the Lowland District
had absolutely no connection with any Lowland
Regiment or anything in common with any
Lowland Regiment. It had always been
Highland and all its sympathies and activities
had been with the Highland Brigade. I went on
to say that to have survived the consideration
which had been given to amalgamation within
the Highland Brigade and then to be selected in
absence by the Lowland Brigade as one of its
alternative solutions from amalgamation is to say
the least of it most inequitable. I asked that this
possibility  should be ignored by the Army
Council. General MacMillan supported my sub-
mission saying, '‘ I am afraid that the Lowland
Brigade got the impression that the H.L.I. could
be juggled about to suit their convenience ires-
pective of what the Regiment itself might feel on
the subject. I know that this is very far from
vour intention and I hope very much that you
will be able to accept the desires of all the
Highland Colonels that the H.L.I. should remain
in the Highland Brigade."

The C.I.G.S. held a meeting at which the
Colonels of all Infantry Regiments attended in
London on 11th July, 1957. Before the meeting
started I was handed a short note from the
L LGS, saying that the Regiment was to be
amalgamated with the Royal Scots Fusiliers.
His object in sending me this note was to warn
me in advance of the decision. At the meeting
the dates of amalgamation and the changes were
announced also the War Office’s policy as regards
the re-organisation of the army. All Colonels of
amalgamating Regiments were exhorted to do
their best to make the amalgamation a success,
and the C.I.G.S. expected everyone to loyally
accept their fate.

C

I was faced with a difficult decision in that
either I could, on behalf of the Regiment, accept
the decision of the Army Council and go forward
with plans for the amalgamation with the Royal
Scots Fusiliers or take up the matter with the
hope of having the decision over-turned. 1 felt
however that the decision was so unfair and so
grossly out of line with the arguments which had
been put forward as to the selection of those
Regiments for amalgamation, that it was my
duty to see what I could do to have this reversed.
It would have been easy to accept everything
quietly and insist that members of the Regiment
did likewise, but I knew that the feeling would
be so strong that every effort should be made to
see what could be done to get out of this most
unfortunate situation. The Colonel of the Royal
Scots Fusiliers, General Hakewill-Smith, was in
agreement with my views and he also agreed to
take exception to the decision and to help to
have it over-turned.

On 22nd July, 1957, I wrote a letter giving the
facts of the case to all members of Parliament
who represent the constituencies in Glasgow. 1
pointed out the strong position of the Regiment
as regards recruiting in the army, their position
in the Highland Brigade and their past history.
I also mentioned the fact that the arguments put
forward by the Army Council and their reasons
for amalgamating certain Regiments did not
apply to ours. The combination of a Highland
and Lowland Regiment might mean losing the
kilt, the exclusion from the Highland Brigade
and it was also an insult to the City of Glasgow.
I asked that they should, with other represen-
tatives of the House of Commons, resist on
behalf of the Regiment this threat of amal-
gamation. I also wrote to the Lord Provost of
(ilasgow and enlisted his help. He promised his
fullest co-operation.

I wrote to the C.1.G.S. on 16th July referring
to the decision which had been announced at the
meeting on 12th July, 1957 and pointingout that
there would appear to be no logical explanation
or reason as to why the Regiment had been
so selected. 1 asked that this decision by
the Army Council be reviewed before the matter
was made public by the White Paper on 24th
July, 1957. The C.I.G.S. replied on 17th July,
1957, saying he appreciated very much what our
feelings must be but 1t was pointless to argue the
rights or the wrongs of the case. The decision
would stand.

As a result of the efforts of Mr. Walter Elliott
and Sir Thomas Moore and other members of
Parliament, the Prime Minister agreed to receive
a deputation on Ist August, 1957. General
Hakewill-Smith and I attended and we were
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called upon to put our case. With the Prime
Minister was Duncan Sandys, the Minister of
Defence and Hare, the Secretary of State for
War, also the C.I.G.S. During our discussion a
telegram was received from Glasgow Corporation
saying that they had unanimously agreed to
protest against this threat of amalgamation for
the Glasgow Regiment. The Prime Minister
promised to consider our case. We were later
informed that the decision must stand and that
the only alternative was that of disbandment.

In order to avoid a waste of time when con-
sideration was being given to the future of the
Regiment it was agreed with the Colonel of the
Royal Scots Fusiliers to set up a Working Party
to make recommendations on the assumption
that amalgamation would be finally ordered. I
opened the meetings and our representatives
were Brigadier Montgomery and Major Carson.
This Committee met on many occasions and
their reports were most useful when the decision
was made final as regards the amalgamation.

In the meantime I addressed a letter to all
regular officers both serving and retired asking
them for their views as to whether the Regiment
should go forward with amalgamation or should
choose disbandment. The voting was approxi-
mately two to one in favour of disbandment.

On 3rd November, 1957, General Hakewill-
Smith and I met in Glasgow to reach agreement
on the conditions of amalgamation on the
assumption that this would be accepted as the
future solution by both Regiments. We reached
agreement on all points and the major items were
that the title should be ** Princess Margaret's
Mar and Macleod Regiment,” with a sub title of
** City of Glasgow;" that the kilt should be worn
and be of Erskine dress tartan ; the trews to be
of Mackenzie tartan and the head-dress and
buttons should be those worn by the R.S.F.

Considerable correspondence was carried out
with the Lord Lyon King of Arms in Edinburgh
as regards the title of the Regiment and also as
regards the tartan which it should wear. Ap-
proval was also obtained from Dame Flora
Macleod as regards the use of the name Macleod
in the new title.

A meeting was sought with the C.I.G.S. and
we presented our agreed memorandum to him on
6th November, 1957. In view of certain of our
recommendations and the expected reactions of
other Scottish Regiments the C.I1.G.S. said he
would have to put this to the Army Council.

On 14th November, 1957, we had another
meeting with C.1.G.S. at which he said the Army

Council were unable to accept our recommenda-
tions as regards the wearing of the kilt by the
new Regiment but subject to minor modifications
the other points were acceptable. We informed
him that our memorandum stood or fell as a
whole and that if the kilt was not accepted then
there was no alternative but to recommend that
the Regiments should be disbanded. The
C.I.G.5. said that he would put our point to the
Secretary of State and that no submission would
be made to her Majesty on any point connected
with the amalgamation until at least 72 hours
after we had been advised of the Secretary of
State’s decision. At that meeting also C.I.G.S.
said that if the Secretary of State confirmed the
Army Council ruling that the amalgamated
regiment would wear trews there was no alter-
native but to ask for our resignations.

On 19th November, 1957, a letter from Mr.
Hare, Secretary of State for War, to both
Colonels stated that the Army Council had given
careful consideration to our case and he did not
feel able to accept the alternatives which we
placed before him ; the decision remained that
the two Regiments should be amalgamated and
that the amalgamated Regiment should wear
trews. He said that it was his earnest hope that
in the interests of the two Regiments and of their
amalgamated successor we would find it possible
to remain as Colonels up to the date of the
amalgamation and do our utmost to make it a
success. But if we could not do this he must of
necessity ask us to resign our Colonelcys in order
that some other officer may be appointed as
Colonels who are willing to carry through the
amalgamation in accordance with the terms of
the Army Council’s decision.

I replied to the Secretary of State on 25th
November, 1957, and reminded him that when
we waited on the Prime Minister we were
informed that the Regiment had two alter-
natives, either to accept amalgamation or to
disband. The views of all regular officers had
been obtained and the result of the poll was a
vote for disbandment by approximately two to
one. In spite of the wish of the regular element
General Hakewill-Smith and T had done our best
to go forward with the alternative of amal-
gamation. All major points were agreed between
us. When the scheme was put to the C.1.G.S. it
was made clear that its success depended on it
being adopted in fofo and that any withdrawal
or disagreement on the part of the War Office
would cause the plan to fail. If, therefore, the
Army Council are unable to allow the amal-
gamated regiment to wear the kilt, which is one
of the main factors of the scheme, then our
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agreement is upset and no longer exists. As our
case falls apart on this non-approval of this
factor we consider that there is no choice but to
accept the second of the Prime Minister's
alternatives and to opt for disbandment. Now
I have seen from your letter this cannot be
permitted by the Army Council and the decision
of amalgamation is being forced, as is the
decision also that the Regiment should wear the
trews. In these circumstances ete., I am asking
the Colonel in Chief to permit me to resign my
appointment.

On 26th November, 1957, a deputation from
(lasgow, as a result of the mass meeting which
was held in that City, waited on the Secretary of
State, led by Councillor Wingate. This deputa-
tion was organised by the City itself and regular
officers of the Regiment had absolutely no
contact with it in any way.

On 2nd December, 1957, I received a letter
from the Secretary of State saying that he was
satisfied that the Army Council should not con-
template disbandment of either Regiment and
therefore he proposed to recommend to Her
Majesty that my resignation should be accepted.

On 4th December, 1957, a press announcement
was made by the War Office to the effect that
the two Colonels had felt unable to agree with the
Army Council on one issue, whether the amal-
gamated Regiment should wear trews or the kilt.
The Army Council at this stage were not prepared
to accept the fact that there was no alternative
to disbandment and the two Regiments would
therefore be invited to recommend successors to
ourselves as Colonels of the Regiment.

Our resignations took place with effect from
20th December, 1957.

That is the story of the struggle to retain our
identity. I think it was worth trying and in any
casemy conscience would not have allowed me
to sit down and do nothing about it. Now that
we have lost this battle there is no alternative
but for all of us to make up our minds that we
are going to make the new amalgamated
Regiment a great success. Much as we dislike it,
I am quite certain that all ex-members will sink
their feelings and regrets over the decision and
do whatever they can, whenever they can, to
help the new Regiment on its way.

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Proceedings of the RSF/HLI Amalgamation Committee

In August, 1957, notwithstanding the fact that
they were engaged in the attempt to preserve
their Regiments intact, the Colonels, Generals
Hakewill-Smith and Urquhart, ordered the
formation of a Committee to make recommenda-
tions to facilitate the Amalgamation, should this
take place.

The committee consisted of :—

(@) Representing the R.S.F. — Brigadier

M. R. J. Hope Thomson, D.s.0., 0.B.E.,
M.C.; Major D. G. Carleton-Smith-
Inglis, O.C., Depot R.S.F.
(b)) Representing the H.L.I. — Brigadier
E. J. Montgomery, c.B., C.B.E.; Major
B. S. M. Carson, 0.C., Depot LT,
and its items of reference were briefly,

“To consider the problems arising from the
amalgamation of the two Regiments and to
make recommendations for ultimate decisions
by the Colonels of the Regiments.”

Throughout their arbitrations the committee’s
guiding principle was ** What would in their view
most benefit the Amalgamated Regiment, par-
ticularly in respect of recruiting.” There was no
question of attempting to equate each item con-
sidered. It was their aim, however, to ensure so
far as possible and practical, that the sum
contribution of each should achieve a reasonable
measure of parity overall. As will be seen this
has proved the case.

The Committee met six times in all, and
minutes of the various meetings were submitted
to the Colonels for decision. A summary of these
minutes has been madé and will be placed among
the regimental records of both Regiments. This
article is, in the main, an extract from the sum-
mary, and contains brief details of all the major
decisions made.

TITLE AND SENIORITY.

The new Regiment is to be named, ‘' THE
ROYAL HIGHLAND FUSILIERS (PrincEss
MARGARET'S OwN GLASGOW AND AYRSHIRE

REGIMENT),” its seniority in the Infantry of the
Line being 21st, the Regimental numbers in the
Army List being shown as 21st, 71st and 74th.

The Regimental Headquarters will be in
Glasgow. A new site in Sauchiehall Street is being
acquired by the War Office and it will consist of
a recruiting office, the Regimental Museum,
offices and rooms where members of the Regi-
ment can see the Regimental records of both

Regiments.

COLONEL-IN-CHIEF,

COLONEL OF THE REGIMENT.

Major-General R. A. Bramwell-Davis, c.B.,
D.S.0., will become Colonel of the Royal Highland
Fusiliers from the date of amalgamation.
Brigadier A. I. Buchanan-Dunlop, ¢.B.E., D.5.0.,
0.8.E., will become his associate Colonel.

AFFILIATIONS,

The following existing affiliations with Allied
Regiments of the Canadian Army and Union of
South Africa Defence Forces will continue :—

CREST AND BADGE.

This will be the R.S.F. Grenade with theH.L.1.
Monogram and Crown superimposed, the Mono-
gram being placed on the Bomb and the Crown
at the base of the Flame. It will be used for all
purposes including the Colours, jacket lapels,
buttons, notepaper, Christmas Cards, etc.

CoLoUuRs AND BATTLE HONOURS.

The existing Colours, with the exception of
the Assaye Colour, will be laid up by the two
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Regiments. New Colours will be presented once
the new Battalion is ready to receive them. The
Assaye Colour will be retained and carried in
accordance with present Regimental custom.

The design of the new Regimental Colour will—

(a) incorporate all Battle Honours in chrono-
logical order (these common to both,
namely *‘ Sevastopol "’ and * South Africa
1899-1902," will appear once only);

(B) reflect the origins of the amalgamated
Regiment by the incorporation of the
following corner badges :—

Royal Cypher and Crown
(Top Right and Left corners) ;

The Castle and Key superscribed
** Gibraltar 1780-83 " and with the
motto ** Montis Insignia Calpes;”

The Elephant superscribed “‘Assaye;”

(¢) have as its centrepiece the new Regimental
Badge, that is the R.S.F. Grenade super-
scribed with the H.L.I. Monogram and
Crown ;

(d) be basically blue, the ground for a Royal
Regiment, buff being retained in the
Assaye Colour,

The Queen’s Colour will contain all the Battle
Honours won by each Regiment in World Wars
I and 11, those common to both appearing once.
Some 47 Battle Honours, including “*Archangel,”
transferred under War Office instructions, will
be carried on the Regimental Colour, and 28 on
the Queen’s Colour. At the same time a request
had been made that, unless there is some
statutory reason against it, the Battle Honours
should be arranged in the form of a St. Andrew’s
Cross rather than the customary Cross of St.
George.

DrESS,
(a) General.

The headress will be the R.S.F. pattern
Glengarry. It will be worn with the Lowland
Brigade Cap Badge. On training and in the
field, a Tam o' Shanter with Mackenzie tartan
patch will be worn. The Trews will be
Mackenzie, worn with Brogues and White
Spats. The pipers will wear Dress Erskine
kilts.

(b) Battle Dress.

This will consist of Glengarry, Battle Dress
Blouse with Mackenzie tartan patches in
Grenade shape, Trews, Spats, Brogues and web

Belt. In the field, the Tam o’ Shanter will be
worn.

(¢) No. 1 Dress.

This will be the Blue Lowland Doublet with
Regimental badges and buttons, worn with
the trews. It is hoped that the shoulder cords
worn in Ceremonial Order will be those at
present worn with H.L.I. Mess Kit. For the
time being existing Cross Belt plates and
Waist Belt buckles will be used by all ranks,
including pipers and bandsmen.

(d) Mess Kit.

H.L.I. pattern Mess Kit will be worn, in-
cluding the waistcoat, which may however be
simplified for reasons of economy.

(¢) Claymores and Dirks.
Existing Claymores and Dirks will be
carried indefinitely.

(f) Regimental Tie.

It has been agreed that it should be a striped
tie and not one with a small design like the
Light Infantry tie. The actual pattern is not
vet agreed but it is hoped to incorporate our
buff and green with the Fusiliers Royal Blue.

(&) Regimental Tailors.

Messrs. Wm. Anderson, Wm. Jardine and

John Jones will be appointed,

REGIMENTAL FLAG.

Owing to their originality and antiquity the
R.S.F. Colonels, Lt.-Colonels and Majors (in
command) flags which have as their base the
St. Andrew’s Cross will continue in use.

MoTTo.

The motto of the Royal Highland Fusiliers will
be :—'* NEMo Nos IMPUNE LAcCEssIT.”
BANKERS.

Officers accounts will be handled by Glyn
Mills, who will also be the Regiment’s bankers.
Funps.

On amalgamation, funds will be grouped under
the following heads :—

(a) Battalion and Depot Funds.

(h) Colonel of the Regiment's Fund or Regi-
mental Account.

(¢) Benevolent Funds.



A finance Committee has been set up now
under the joint Chairmanship of Colonels

This matter is still sub-judice and all retired
officers have been approached as to whether they
wish to join the R.H.F. dinner club which will
hold its first dinner in 1959 in London and con-
tinue subsequently. A Regimental luncheon or
tea party for wives and relatives will take place
as now. It is also proposed that the dinners now
held annually or biennially in Scotland, should
be joined together.

DISCHARGE CERTIFICATES.

REGIMENTAL JOURNAL.

A new Journal will be issued, the first volume
appearing in midsummer, 1959.

MusEUMS.

Museums will be regrouped with the object of
ultimately providing a representative selection
of trophies in Ayr, Glasgow and the Brigade
Depot when it forms about 1963. These in
Glasgow will ultimately be housed in the new
Regimental Headquarters.

THE Depot has left Maryhill, and is now estab-
lishing itself at Ayr. True, we always wanted to
leave Maryhill, but now that the moment has
really arrived heads are shaken, and the air
heavy with nostalgic regrets. A few days after
we left a tank transportor optimistically trying
to pass through the Garrioch Road entrance,
laid low several tons of masonry and broken
glass. It was an omen! The place is no longer
ours and is rapidly falling into neglect and
decay !

In fact, the last few months have been a busy
time indeed. Many distinguished visitors have
called, ** to see how things were going.” There
have been a Regimental Council, the Assaye
Ball, a cocktail party, a dinner night, and two
passing-out parades.

The first parade was held in bad weather —

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SAILING

AMoNG the many other sporting facilities available to
the Services stationed in Germany is that of sailing.
Near most stations there is a dinghy '* venue.” But for
the man, like your correspondent, who prefers a boat in
which he can stand, sleep, move about or spit, there are
the unrivalled facilities of the British Kiel Yacht Club.
Possessing a fleet of nearly twenty boats, ranging from
30 square metres of about 5 tons displacement to 100
square metres of nearly 20 tons, the club lies only
thirty miles from the unsurpassed cruising ground of
the southern Danish islands.

This season we were lucky enough to charter, as a
Regiment, the 30 square metre Piraf. She is of some
30 feet length overall, not a fast boat as her class goes
and damnably wet in any sort of sea. However she
sleeps four, two in some comfort in the soloon and two
in little comfort at all in quarter-berths. As a crowning
luxury she is fitted with "' heads.” Admittedly, unless
the boat is at sea and the operator can sit with his or her
head and shoulders out of the fore-hatch, the perfor-
mance was not very comfortable,

Many people had much fun in Pirat and an account of
one of the first cruises she made underthe H.L, 1, burgee
may serve as an illustration of them all.

The crew on this occasion consisted of David and
Josephine Mackenzie, Bob Borton and Richard Cross,
Richard had been stationed temporarily in Kiel and
keeping an eye on Piraf, so there was none of the usual
intensive cleaning up to do before the boat was habit-
able. After joining on Wednesday evening, the cruise
proper started on Thursday morning. It was a sunny
clear day with but little wind, but so different from the
conditions experienced before that season, that morale
was high as Pirat tacked slowly, (actually very slowly)
out of Kiel Fiord.

By midday Piral was about half-way across Ecken-
forde Fiord, heading North for her first port of call in
Denmark, Sonderburg, when the first incident happened.
For some time a submarine, a German, had been seen
manoeuvering some mile to the North. Eventually it
dived and attention on Piraf turned to other things like
gin—it was midday, you remember. Scarcely were the
Skipper's lips wet when, to his horror, he saw a periscope

approaching on the port beam. He tried to brush it
away, without result. It was real enough and even had
a little red flag flving to prove it. Short of the boat by
about 50 yards, it stopped, slowly turned ahead andl
then disappeared only to reappear and repeat the per-
formance. At last tiring of us, or of looking at Josephine,
or perhaps wanting to find another playmate, it sheared
off altogether, On Pirat the gin was put away, hurried
mobilisation orders were written and preparations made
to ““darken ship’ that night.

“Pirat’* in Sonderborg

All afternoon the wind fell light and four o’clock saw
the crew paddling Pirat in a glassy sea and with sails
slack, (extract from Skipper’s log: '* . .. first mutiny
quelled with small loss of life '), Dinner (compo stew)
was served in the Verandah Restaurant (cockpit) and
hardly was it finished than a few puffs of air filled the
sails again. In half an hour Pirat was reefed down and
beating into a short steep sea which rises so quickly in
the confined waters of the Baltic. The passage that
followed was wet and bumpy. A particular buoy the
Skipper was trying to find refused to reveal itself which
caused him, if no one else, some anxiety. At last it was
nearly run down and only then could the feeble ight on
it be made out, However this was the turning point as
far as navigation difficulties were concerned and soon
afterwards at one a.m, Pirat berthed below the castle in
Sonderburg. Feeling well pleased with themselves, the
crew drank rum whilst securing the boat and retired to
sleep, happily anaesthetised.

The next day, Friday, was also fine and sunny but
with plenty of wind. After a late reveille, the yvellow
()" flag was hoisted and an amiable Customs man who
had been sitting on a bollard, waiting it seemed for just
this moment, came over. Handshakes all round, a glass
of whisky, and away he went, typical of the courteous
and friendly welcome that all yachtsmen receive in
Denmark.

That day was make and mend. Odd jobs were done
on Piral, including re-fixing one of the sheet winches
which had torn off during the passage. Most important
of all, the ship’s company repaired to the chandlery of
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Crew fatigue—a common nautical malady
Suffering are Bob Borton and Richard Cross

Hans P. Hansen where ‘‘caps, vachting style” for all
members of the afterguard were bought, the captain’s
previous one having gone overboard the night before.,
Carlsherg, sleep, sightseeing and more Carlsberg, was
the routine and during the last item the crew were able
to watch the Trooping of the Colour on a television set
in a waterside cafe.

The destination the next day was the small port of
Aeroskobing and Pirat slipped from Sonderbarg at
3 a.m. just as dawn was breaking. This passage was
uneventful. Uneventful that is except for the pleasure
of fair weather and wind, the pleasure of watching the
morning sun light up the small Danish islands and the
catching of the fish. Richard Cross had bought a hook
and spinner in Sonderburg and despite much ridicule
had rigged a line with the aid of a ball of string and an
old spanner to act as a weight, Contrary to everyone's
expectations, including his own, he hooked a fish. The
size and specie cannot be vouched for except that what-
ever it was, it fed the crew for lunch and raised Richard’s
status as a fisherman

\eroskobing is difficult to find and reached via a
winding channel across shallow ground, The Captain
leapt up and down the cabin hatch like the Demon King
in a pantomime, alternately leafing through the Baltic
Pilot and making nautical calculations with a blunt
pencil on the back of an envelope, However, once again,
the right buoy was found and by midday Pirat was
secured \eroskobing lived up to its reputation. A
clean, picturesque harbour with a most delightful small
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town beyond. Quite unspoiled and a perfect place on
such a sunny afternoon. After eating the fish, the crew
collapsed where they were in the sun and slept a just
sleep.

Once again the departure the next day was at 3 a.m
in order to reach Kiel in daylight if possible, The wind ,
at first promising, fell light and from 10 a.m. to 3 p.m.
Pirat was virtually becalmed. The crew lay in the sun,
slept or read as they felt like it and only the nagging
thought that the next dav required everyone back on
duty spoilt the atmosphere. However, in the afternoon
the winds relented and piped up from just the right
direction and in just the right strength to get Pirat to
Kiel, And so the cruise ended with Pirat banging along
in her best style and everyone feeling satisfied with what
had been achieved.

This then was the pattern of the several cruises Pirat
made and although in the two passage races in which
she took part she was never ** in the money,” all those
who sailed in her will remember her and the splendid
cruising of the Baltic with pleasure

REGIMENTAL DISCHARGE CERTIFICATE

ReGIMENTAL Discharge Certificates are still
available to all ex-members of the Regiment,
both Regulars and National Service, who have
left the Regiment.
The qualifying terms for receiving a Certificate
are as follows :
. A free issue will be made to all who left
the Regiment on or after 1st January, 1956.
2. Those who left prior to Ist January, 1956,
will be sent a Certificate on application to
the Depot and there will be a nominal
charge of half-a-crown. (When applying
for the Certificate please attach a P.O. for

2/6 and ensure that the address to which
the Certificate is to be sent is clear.)

Particulars must include Regtl. Number
and dates of Service,

3. Minimum qualifying period with the Regi-
ment, two years.

4. Anyone whose engagement ceased as the
result of a Court Martial, or other discipli-
nary action, will not qualify.

5. T.A. Bns.—for those who do not carry out
their N.S. with the Regiment :—

(@) Must be volunteers. (b) Must have 2
years service with a T.A. Bn. of the Regt.
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The Queen Victoria School, Dunblane

EVERY year there are almost twice as many boys
applying for entry to this School as there are
places available, but the proportion from the
Scottish Regiments is not keeping pace with that
from the rest of the Army or from the other
Armed Services. It seems that the considerable
advantages offered by the School to the sons of
Scottish servicemen are not fully appreciated in
the regiments with which we expect to be chiefly
concerned. The Queen Victoria School is parti-
cularly valuable to the serving soldier. However
good the day schools available in any station at
home or abroad may be, they cannot overcome
the great upset to education which results from
children having frequently to move from school
to school as their fathers move from station to
station. A boarding school gives a continuity of
educational progress which can be attained by a
serving soldier for his children in no other way.

The School provides free boarding school
education and board during term-time for the
sons of soldiers who are serving or who have
served in Scottish regiments and of Scotsmen
who are serving or have served in any Regular
branch of the three armed Services, or who
while serving in any other branch of the armed
Services have been employed on active service.
The sons of officers who have not had consider-
able service in the ranks are not eligible for
admission. It is run as a normal boarding school
with a strong military bias. Although boys are
encouraged to join one of the Services, if such a
career seems suitable for them, they are in no
way compelled to do so. Boys come in between
the ages of 91 and 12 and are kept until they
are ready to leave school. A boy who qualifies
for a Senior Secondary course, which means at
present that he passes the 11-plus examination,
can stay at the School until he is 18 and can go
direct from it to one of the Service colleges or
to a University. Other boys leave at the statutory
leaving age, which is at present 15. At this age
they can go straight from the School to one of
the Service apprentice or junior leaders units if
they wish to do so.

Parents who wish their sons to be considered
for entry should write to the Commandant,
Queen Victoria School, Dunblane, Perthshire,
for a prospectus and application forms. Real
compassionate cases caused by the death or
serious illness of a parent can be considered at
any time, but apart from that it is best to register
boys between the ages of 7 and 9, although they

will not be admitted until they are 93, It 1s
much better for the boy to send him to this
School at 9}, before his progress has been
retarded by his having had to move from school
to school. Boys over the age of 11 are seldom
accepted unless they have passed the 11-plus
examination and are therefore likely to profit by
staying at school beyond the age of 15.

The School closes during the normal Scottish
school holidays. It is essential that every boy
whose parents are serving abroad should have
some relatives or friends in the United Kingdom
to whom he can go in the holidays.

Selection for entry is done by an Interviewing
Board which meets annually in the Spring to
choose boys who will join the School in Septem-
ber. Although compassionate cases can be sub-
mitted at any time, normal applications must
reach the School by Ist April of the year of
admission. Boys who are in the United Kingdom
are called to the School for interview and
educational test. Boys overseas do the educa-
tional test only. Apart from compassionate
cases, which are given special consideration, the
bulk of the boys are selected primarily on the
service record of their fathers, as is laid down in
the Royal Warrant for the School.

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NIJMEGEN MARCHES 1958

IN April it was decided to enter a Team for the
Nijmegen marches. The team of sixteen was to
be found by SP Coy. By the end of May the
M.M.G. and Assault Pioneer Platoons were to
be seen exploring every road and track round
Luneburg. We began with four twelve-milers to
get into the swing of daily marching and then
stepped up the distances to fifteen miles and
finally twenty and twenty-five. To begin with
there were a few blisters and sore legs, but they
soon wore off and we settled down very well as a
team, well led by 2/Lt. Robinson and his pipes.
In training, early starts were essential, and 04.00
hrs. always saw us setting out before the sun be-
came too hot. The distance at Nijmegen was to
be twenty-five miles a day for four days, carrying
22 Ibs. of kit. There was a time limit of eleven
hours, but we found seven and a half hours
ample time. Between Ist June and 19th July
every man averaged three hundred miles of
marching. Looking back on it I should say that
this distance was essential and should be the
basis of any training for future visits to Nijmegen.
On non-marching days five-mile road runs and
basketball strengthened legs and kept them loose.

On the 19th July we left for Nijmegen, full of
confidence and everyone’s pockets full of

guilders! For the journey we totalled nineteen
including a bicycle orderly, billet orderly and
piper. Ten hours of train travel seemed a bit
unnecessary as we finally reached Nijmegen at
six in the evening. Our accommodation was in
the Dutch R.A.F. barracks. Normally housing
a thousand they had squeezed in over four times
the number of troops. We slept in two-tiered
bunks and shared thirty-two showers amongst
us! Despite the cramped conditions life was
great fun and there was no grousing. The first
two days were spent in settling in and being
briefed. The evening saw everyone in town
having a whale of a time and being splendidly
looked after by the Dutch. As you can imagine
the only kilts amongst fourteen thousand com-
petitors were more than just well looked after!
On Monday there was the flag parade when all
competitors marched past and the various bands
played. The parade, held in the stadium, was
most impressive. Each country’s flag was broken
as their national anthem was played: there were
fourteen of them!

On Tuesday we set off at 05.30 hrs. on our
first march. The roads were packed with
marchers. Not only the one thousand five
hundred British troops but six thousand from
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other nations, and a further seven thousand
civilians, some in teams and others as individuals.
The marches are in no way a competition, but
there is quite a lot of keenness between some of
the British teams including the Q.O.R. of
Canada. The first two days were very easy
and were over flat country and through very
pretty villages.

The locals packed the roads to watch the
competitors go by—cheering and clapping all the
time. The sight of the kilt always got us a big
hand and a mass of photographers! Often I
would look back and always individuals had
joined on, especially girls—fascinated by the
pipes and doubtless finding them a great help
to their flagging energies! The third day was
reputedly the hardest, being over hills part of
the way. These obstacles merely seemed to spur
on the team and we marched at a very much
faster pace than the previous days. In fact the
C.S.M. was heard to say he had never moved
so fast since the Depot twenty-two years ago!
All the way round commercial firms gave out
free samples of cigarettes, soup, chewing gum,
chocolate, eau de cologne and foot powder.
These were “daily™ issues and a great source of
amusement. The last day came and with it a
feeling of even greater confidence than before.
There was nothing to stop us. Going between
one hundred and forty and one hundred and
sixty for most of the way we fairly shot along.
The locals obviously sensed the feeling for they
cheered like mad as we passed every team ahead
of us except for two. The papers remarked on
the speed of the British teams and we were no
exception. About two miles from the finish we
halted to change into Highland Dress and had a
very welcome visit from the padre who pro-
duced, most opportunely, choc bars for every
one. The next two miles were a triumph. The
road was clear of any other troops as we
marched at a more sedate pace this time. Crowds
—at least six deep—lined the route. The whole
time police had to clear photographers from our
party, whilst children dashed to give us flowers
including white heather. Some girls even took
to kissing the Jocks! It was all over and one
hundred per cent. successful. We all won our
individual medal and a team one. From four
o'clock Friday till Sunday morning it was one
big party. The Dutch hospitality was over-
whelming. As far as we were concerned there
was not a blister amongst us! Though there
were plenty of thick heads when it came to leave.

The team consisted of Lt. Mackenzie, 2/Lt.
Robinson, C.S.M. Richards; Cpls. Birt and
MacKinnon: L/Cpls. Hassen and McDonald:

Ptes. Cuncliffe, Conlin, Campbell, Sneddon,
Walsh, MacLaughlan, Hay, McAndrew, and
Wanless; Pte. Stone, cycle orderly; Pte.
Mitchell, billet orderly; Piper MacLaughlan.

Great credit must go to 2/Lt. Robinson for
his piping. He played after little practice, and
at Light Infantry pace many times. Try that
in the pipe band! For the rest of the team it
was a great show, and some even said they
might do it next year.

measure due to the fact that the citizens of
(Glasgow are beginning to realise that, after all,
they still have their own Regiment which they
can join, and in which they can wear the kilt.

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DISPOSAL of the REGIMENT S PROPERTY

MaNY enquiries have been received regarding
the Regiment’s property, especially from mem-
bers or friends of the Regiment who have loaned
or gifted items to the Battalions, the Depot, or
elsewhere. This article is an attempt to allay
their anxiety by explaining, in broad terms, the
policy which the Regimental Committee have
put in hand. Needless to say, individual en-
quiries will always be answered in full, but a
general article may help by removing any im-
pression that the property is to be disposed of,
or stored away in some damp cellar for the rest
of time. A very great deal of thought has been
given to the matter and the Trustees are confident
that the following principles are right, and will
receive general support.

Record.

A record of all the Regiment’s property at the
time of amalgamation is being compiled. This
will include the location of all the Colours
carried by the Regiment since its formation;
the outline history of pictures and silver, and a
description of them, illustrated by photographs
wherever possible, and their disposal. When
completed, in about a year’s time, the record
will be placed in the new Regimental Head-
quarters.

Colours

Steps are being taken to preserve the Colours
and Banners. Where necessary they will be
encased in perspex vacuum sheaths.

Territorial Battalions.

Silver and property of 5/6 H.L.I. and 1 Glas-
gow Highlanders will, of course, remain with
these battalions, which continue unchanged.

Silver and property of all other Battalions
and units of the Regiment, whether Regular,
T.A., Militia, or those specially raised for
World Wars 1 and II will be regarded as pro-
perty, and disposed of as a whole, by a Silver
Committee, as follows:—

(@) | R.H.F. will be given first choice.
(h) Depot R.H.F. will be given second choice.

(¢) In making their selection, the committee
will pay due attention to items of special
historic, sentimental, or sporting value,
and a selection of these will be set aside
for display in the Regimental Museum.

(d) 5/6 HL.I. and | Glasgow Hrs. will be
offered a choice of the remainder.

(e) Certain items have been set aside for loan
to R.M.A.S., St. Cyr, Headquarters Scot-
tish Command, The Army School of
Physical Training, The Caledonian Club,
and to 157 (L) Inf. Bde. (4/5 R.S.F., 5/6
H.L.L., 1 Glas. Hrs.). A cup has also been
presented to this Brigade, for competition.

(f) A number of items have been offered for
sale, the proceeds to be put towards the
cost of a silver statuette of a soldier in
No. 1 Dress as worn by the Regiment at
the time of amalgamation. It may be
that a further list will be offered next year.

A few items which are used at the Regi-
mental Dinner and similar functions will
be stored at the R.H.Q.

The Regimental Museum.
It is proposed to lay this out as follows:—

(a) Main Hall—having a founders’ section,
and sections depicting the Regiment’s part
in: Spanish Succession War (R.S.F.):

(¢) Medal and Uniform Room.—The Regi-
ment’s medal collection is probably un-
equalled in Regimental Museums.

THE autumn notes for the CHRONICLE always
seem to be the hardest to write. We had thought

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After the usual toasts had been called by our
Chairman, Brigadier J. M. Latham, M.C,, the
assembly was addressed by the Colonel of the
Regiment, Major General R. A. Bramwell-
Davis, C.B., D.S.0. The General gave us a most
illuminating account of the fight put up by
various bodies and individuals to obtain a
reprieve from amalgamation.

Princess Margaret to the Regiment at Luneburg
in Germany ; of her pleasure at being present
at the Trooping of the “Assaye’ Colour; also of
the sporting activities of the Regiment. He
concluded that he hoped the London Branch
would continue on its present lines and that it
would give recognition to the activities of the
R.S.F. Association, London Branch by attending
when possible. The General’s address was
received with great satisfaction and prolonged
applause.

It had been hoped that the Regiment might be
represented at our Re-union by some members
making the journey from Germany. At the last
moment this was found not to be possible.
We hope to make acquaintance with serving
members on their return to U.K. in December.

We were all very pleased to see and welcome
our guests from the Depot. We trust they had
a good time. I'm sure they did from personal
observation. Glad to see you made it again
Dick Adcock and all pleased to see the fruit
come your way.

IN many respects, the early history of the High-
land Light Infantry of Canada is parallel to that
of the Perth Regiment. There are records which
attest to the formation of the Galt Rifle Company
—1851—a volunteer group, organised and com-
manded by Captain J. Date, an oil portrait of
whom hangs in the Officers’ Mess. From this
painting we see the first dress of the militia unit—
rifle green. It is interesting to note that at this
time there was trouble in Lower Canada and
the 71st (Highland Light Infantry) were stationed
in Fort Henry at Kingston, on their second tour
of garrison duty in Canada. According to the
official history, ““Proud Heritage,” the Highland
Light Infantry on this occasion joined up with
the Glengarry Fencibles, from the Brockville-
Cornwall area, to put down some of the French
Canadian rebels. This partnership, begun at
such an early date, was later to be firmly re-
established by the long and bloody campaign in
the Second World War when the Highland Light
Infantry of Canada and the Stormont Dundas
and Glengarry Highlanders formed part of the
9th Canadian Highland Brigade.

The personnel of the Galt Rifle Company
came from the landed gentry and the farmers’
sons. They were not paid, but paraded week-
ends to take training and gain proficiency in
skill-at-arms. Through a keen sense of public
duty, various men, including the Honourable
Wm. Dickson, of Kirkmichael, gave this Com-
pany the encouragement and funds which per-
mitted it to flourish, with the result that, in 1857,
a Battalion of Waterloo Militia was formed. The
true organisation of an effective force dates
from 1866, however, when the 29th Waterloo
Battalion was authorised. Companies were
raised in Galt, Waterloo and New Hamburg,
at first, but five more to include additional ones
at Galt and Waterloo, and new organisations
in Berlin, Cross Hill and Ayr soon followed
with the threat of the Fenian Raids. The Galt,
Waterloo and New Hamburg Companies were
mobilised and served for three weeks of active
service at Port Erie. Here they repulsed an

invasion attempt from the United States and
were afterwards sent home.

In 1868, the 29th were presented with its first
Colours by the ladies of Galt. These Colours
in 1901 were deposited in Trinity Church, Galt,
for safe keeping and, although now somewhat
battered by the ravages of time, are still there
for all to see. A certain badge and the motto,
“Defence—Not Defiance,” was adopted and
approved in 1898. This motto, throughout suc-
ceeding changes in the badge, has been retained.

During the South African War, a number of
volunteers from the 29th fought with the
Canadian Contingent, more particularly the
Canadian Mounted Rifles and the Queen’s Own
Regiment.

This period of the Regimental History is
brought to mind by the several beautiful silver
trophies presented to the Mess by Captain W.
Jardine, an officer of the Unit and an extremely
fine shot who was a member of the Canadian
Army Bisley team on a number of occasions.

In 1912, a reorganisation of the Canadian
Militia took place and the 29th became an
eight company unit with the Regimental Head-
quarters in Galt. From this time, Headquarters
has remained here.

With the outbreak of the Great War in 1914,
the resources and energies of the Regiment were
directed to the task of caring for and assisting
in the training of recruits who flocked to the
Colours. The 29th, as was the case in all the
smaller County Regiments, were never called to
serve overseas as a unit. However, they contri-
buted many thousands to the Ist, 18th, 34th,
Tist, 111th and 122nd Battalions in Western
Ontario and to many Highland Units in other
Military Districts. In all, 34 Battalions, repre-
senting all four Divisions in the field, received
reinforcements.

The Highland Light Infantry of Canada per-
petuates the 34th and 111th Battalions and,
through this affiliation, was granted the follow-
ing Battle Honours for the Regimental Colour:
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Mont Sorrell, Somme 1916, Ypres 1917, Arras
1917-18, Hill 70, Amiens, Hindenberg Line.
The Unit honours the memory of Lieutenant W.
Honey, V.C.,, D.C.M.,, M.M., who won the
decoration with the 34th Battalion. When, in
1916, the 34th Battalion, commanded by Colonel
A. J. Oliver, proceeded to England, it was felt
that an affiliation with a Scottish unit, long
desired in Galt, should be consumated. Dis-
cussion with the proper authorities took place
and an understanding with the Highland Light
Infantry, the second senior Highland Unit of
the British Army, yet unique because it is also
Light Infantry, and a Regiment famed for its
long and distinguished service throughout the
Emp're, was reached. In 1920, a reorganisation
of the 29th took place and the new name and
establishment of the Highland Light Infantry of
Canada, with Regimental Headquarters in Galt,
resulted. In 1923, King George V conferred the
honour of affiliation, officially, on the Highland
Light Infantry of Canada, and, from this date,
the ties between the two Units have grown
increasingly stronger. A new badge, which
incorporated many features to commemorate
this union, was designed. The St. Andrews
Cross, right angled and etched as with the
Highland Light Infantry, Scots Guards and the
Royal Scots, was superimposed on the Star of
India. On this was set the Light Infantry Bugle
of the 7lst with the cipher Highland Light
Infantry of Canada and the Maple Leaf. The
motto, “Defence—Not Defiance,”” was retained,
and the Canadian beaver adopted to further
emphasise the Canadian nationality. Above the
bugle and Unit name the Crown was mounted
to indicate that this was a Royal Regiment as
designated by Queen Victoria.

In 1925 the Highland Light Infantry of Canada
were presented with new Colours by the High-
land Light Infantry of Canada, Chapter 1.O.D.E.
(Imperial Order of Daughters of the Empire).

During the years between the First and Second
World Wars, the Highland Light Infantry of
Canada carried out normal peace-time training.
The Unit had adopted the dress of the Ist Bat-
talion Highland Light Infantry (City of Glasgow
Regiment) and paraded in McKenzie tartan
trews, glengarries and white spats. In 1935, as
a result of local enthusiasm for the kilt, permis-
sion was granted the Unit, by Canadian authori-
ties and the Colonel, the Highland Light
Infantry, to adopt the dress of the 5th Battalion
Highland Light Infantry, a British Territorial
Battalion, which wore the McKenzie tartan kilt
with glengarry and diced hose-tops as well as
the ancient Highland Light Infantry type sporran.
Galt now had a kilted Battalion, and, although

interest in the Militia throughout Canada hit a
new low, the Highland Light Infantry of Canada
had sufficient numbers to turn out at Summer
Camps at Pinchill, and take part in church
parades throughout the area. In 1935, a visit
to the National Guard Battalion at Medina,
New York, was arranged. On this most suc-
cessful occasion, some 220 all ranks enjoyed
unforgettable American hospitality. Another
memorable parade was the Garrison Church
service at Stratford, when some two thousand
militia troops from Western Ontario, including
approximately 200 from the Highland Light
Infantry of Canada, participated.

The spirit of the Unit, throughout this most
disheartening period, was maintained by the un-
selfish devotion and prodigious effort of Colonels
A. J. and A. R. Oliver, A. Wendell, J. N.
MacRae, R. W. Meikleham and J. A. McIntosh.

With the outbreak of the Second World War
in 1939, the Regiment stepped-up its training
programme to meet the crisis and handle the
many new recruits who hastened to enter the
service. Many of the senior N.C.O.s, generally
men who had served through the peace-time
period, joined with the Units of the First
Division, more particularly the Royal Canadian
Regiment, and the 48th Highlanders. Recruits
also joined the Perth Regiment and, in the later
mobilised 2nd Division, the Royal Hamilton
Light Infantry when it appeared that the High-
land Light Infantry of Canada might not be
called up.

On May 31, 1940, however, the Regiment was
ordered to mobilise as a Battalion of the 3rd
Division, under the command of Lt.-Col. J. A.
Mclntosh, D.S.0., a distinguished officer of the
First World War, who had continued to main-
tain close affiliation with military matters in
Galt. In the record time of three weeks, the
Battalion recruited 1,150 all ranks with two of
the Companies coming from the Scots Fusiliers
of the Kitchener area. Several months later,
whilst billeted at the McLagan Barracks, Strat-
ford, the Highland Light Infantry of Canada
were officially brigaded with the North Nova
Scotia Highlanders and the Stormont Dundas
and Glengarry Highlanders as the 9th Canadian
Infantry Brigade. This fighting force later
became officially designated the 9th Canadian
Highland Brigade—the only one in the Canadian
Army, which covered itself with glory in all the
decisive batt'e; in the advanc: from Normandy
into Germany.

Hard training at Stratford was somewhat
interrupted by a Scarlet Fever epidemic which
quarantined all ranks. A six weeks’ stay in
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Quebec at Cove Field Barracks was followed in
February, 1941, by the move to the newly-
built Debert, Nova Scotia, camp. Here, with
the other troops of the 7th and 9th Brigades,
the Battalion took part in further exercises,
including the final touches to the camp buildings,
roads and landscaping.

The high point of the early training was the
Overseas move on 21 July, 1941, when, with the
Queen’s Own Rifles and Le Regiment de la
Chaudiere, the Highland Light Infantry em-
barked on the cruise ship Strathmore. After an
uneventful crossing, the Battalion was welcomed
at Glasgow by Lt.-Col. Sir Charles Buchanan,
Officer Commanding the Highland Light Infan-
try Depot at Maryhill Barracks, Lady Buchanan,
and the Depot Pipe and Brass Bands. There
was early evidence given of an interest in the
Battalion affiliation which grew closer with the
war vears and culminated in the death of several
Highland Light Infantry of Canada members
who served as Canadian-Loan officers with
various Battalions of the Highland Light Infan-
try (City of Glasgow Regiment). One of the
present officers of the Highland Light Infantry
of Canada, Major D. Struck, M.C., earned his
Military Cross when, as a Lieutenant, he served
as Scout Officer with the 10th Highland Light
Infantry.

With a strength of 1,170, two trains were re-
quired to move the Regiment to Aldershot after
a stirring send-off at Glasgow by the Depot
bands. From Aldershot, for the next two years,
the Highland Light Infantry of Canada moved
to billets and camps in various areas of Southern
England, including Camberley, Bognor Regis,
Horam, Horsham, Strood Park, Wykehurst
Park. Winchester, Bournemouth, Po tsmouth,
Gosport, Botley and Southampton. Some camps
were good, some terrible, some had to be built,
but, as a result of the experience and shared
hardships, no group of men had higher esprit de
corps and were more battleworthy.

On two occasions, the Battalion moved to
Scotland for special training. In December,
1942, when for six weeks in snow and rain,
they became mountaineers, sleeping in the
heather and bracken often in the snow and
manhandling all weapons over the Western
Highlands, along the Road to the Isles near
Glenfinnan and Dorlan. This was said to be
in preparation for a further attack on Norway.
Again, in September, 1943, specialised landing
exercises with the Royal Navy and Royal
Marine Commandos were ordered for the 9th
Highland Brigade. The Highland Light Infantry
of Canada moved to Rothesay on the Clyde

and, for a month, a daily soaking became routine.
We wondered why it was necessary to have our
timings so perfect, particularly with the pill-box
attack which crept into every landing.

The Battalion participated in all the large
exercises in England in which the Canadian
troops were engaged. The most notable of
these impressed upon the minds of the partici-
pants because of the hardship and foul weather,
were Tiger, Beaver II, Spartan, Pirate and
Fabius. Visits with Highland Light Infantry
Battalions in Scotland and England were com-
mon and the bonds of friendship formed. The
Battalion was reviewed by the King, Sir Winston
Churchill, General Eisenhower, Maj.-General
Sir A. J. McCulloch, Colonel, Highland Light
Infantry, Maj.-General C. R. Russell of Depart-
ment M.L.5, The War Office, and a Highland
Light Infantry Officer.

But all this was in preparation for the great
test. On June 6, 1944, the Battalion, as a unit
of the 3rd Canadian Division, landed with the
first troops to attack “Fortress Europe.” Under
command of the Ist British Corps, it pushed
within sight of Carpiquet on D 1, after encoun-
tering an attack by German paratroops on the
night of D Day. At the bloody battle of Buron,
one of the key villages to Caen, the men of the
Highland Light Infantry of Canada met their
first real baptism of fire. Although suffering
over 100 casualties, there were some 300 German
Panzer Grenadier corpses counted after the
Battalion had finally entered Caen. From this
point, the Division reverted to the 2nd Canadian
Corps and, with that formation, the Battalion
fought through to the Armistice. After crossing
the Orne at Vaucelles, the Highland Light
Infantry of Canada engaged the enemy at Bras,
Ifs, St. Hilary, Liaison River and Falaise Gap
where, in one day, they captured almost 10,000
panic stricken and battle crazed Germans. In
the pursuit across France, the Highland Light
Infantry of Canada, almost without exception,
led the Division and consequently the Canadian
troops, liberating Vimoutieres, Orbec, Brionne,
Elbeuf, Rouen, St. Saens, Eu, Abbeville, Samer
and crossing the Somme on September 4, The
9th Brigade were sent to clear up Boulogne and
the Channel Ports. At Cap Griz Nez, the
Battalion had considerable success and captured
the huge naval-gun batteries there. When
Major J. King, of B Company, accepted the sur-
render of the German Admiral in command,
the Unit sent his sword, dagger and Nazi flag
to the Lord Mayor of Dover as a gesture to
commemotate that city’s freedom from further
shelling.

From Cap Griz Nez, the Regiment moved in
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a single day to Ghent, where they immediately
took part in an amphibious operation across
the Savoy Plaat. They landed near Biervliet
and, after fighting in a series of actions at
Driewegan, Sasput, Breskens and Schoondijke,
liberated Knocke sur Mer and the Scheldt
estuary. This operation ended on November 1
and the whole Unit moved to Ghent for a rest—
the first they had been given as a Unit since
D-Day. They were well entertained by the
townspeople for a week and the city of Knocke
presented the Battalion with a beautiful banner
in thankfulness at its liberation. This beautiful
flag is preserved in the Galt Armouries and
carried by veterans of the Ist Battalion, High-
land Light Infantry of Canada, at Regimental
Reunions.

From the rest, the Battalion moved up to
Nijmegen, where the American Airborne Regi-
ment, which had seized the bridge: in the air-
borne drop, were relieved. This liaison resulted
in a great many Winchester carbines being left
with the Highlanders.

The Battalion positions at Nijmeg n were yery
exposed in the low-flats and it was an unhappy
period. However, in the subsequent operation
to clear the West bank of the Rhine, the Highland
Light Infantry of Canada fought at Cleve,
Udem, and the Hochwald Forest. After a rest
in the Reichwald Forest, under sporadic shelling,
the Battalion was placed under command of the
51st Highland Division for the crossing of the
Rhine. This was a great honour, and, with this
move, the leading part played by the Highland
Light Infantry in the fighting through France,
Belgium and Holland, was officially recognised.
They thus became the first Canadian troops to
cross the Rhine, and in doing so joined up with
four other Highland Light Infantry Battalions
which had earned a similar honour with the
British Army. Naturally, our men are very
proud of this great honour and welcomed the
opportunity to again meet up with their name-
sakes.

The fighting, after the crossing, saw the Bat-
talion engaged at Speldrop, Bienen, Emmerich,
Hoch Elton, Bieks, Zeddam, Detinchem, Zut-
phen, Oest, Dalfsen, Leewarden, Leer and
Aurich, where the war ended.

Victory parades at the Hague, Utrecht and
Knoche sur Mer were held. Then the Battalion
went into billets at Aurich and later Baarn to
await their triumphant return to Canada. They
finally reached New York on the Queen Elizabeth
on December 27, 1945, and Galt on the 28th.
Thousands of townspeople turned out to greet
the homecoming troops, under the command of
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Lieut.-Col. R. D. Hodgins, an original with thg
Unit. Great rejoicing was mixed with sadness
as memory brought to mind the grievous losses
sustained in the long bitter fighting. The
Regiment lost 26 officers and 293 other ranks
were killed. 46 decorations were awarded to
members of this fighting group through which
7,000 men had passed from the date of mobilisa-
tion. None were missing, none made prisoner,
no ground once taken was ever given up.

Three Battalions of the Highland Light Infan-
try of Canada were active during the Second
World War. When the Ist Battalion moved to
the United Kingdom, a 2nd Battalion (a reserve
Battalion) was raised under Lieut.-Col. E. G.
Warnock, E.D., and remained in Galt as a
recruiting centre for the Ist Battalion, and in
1945, the 3rd Battalion was formed in England
by Lieut.-Col. D. N. Durward for occupational
duties in Germany. This Battalion remained in
Germany as a member of the 3rd Division
Canadian Occupation Forces until Canadian
occupational duties were terminated in 1946.

The Regiment has now returned to its peace-
time militia role and is based in Galt with
another company in the neighbouring town of
Preston.

In 1950, through the effort of Lieut.-Col,
G. A. M. Edwards and Major-General Telfer-
Smollett, Colonel, the Highland Light Infantry
(City of Glasgow Regiment), a visitor to Galt
during war-time, and a personal friend of Her
Royal Highness Queen Elizabeth the Queen
Mother, Princess Margaret, Colonel-in-Chief the
Highland Light Infantry, graciously consented
to become Colonel-in-Chief the Highland Light
Infantry of Canada. Thus a further link in the
strongly forged war-time chain of respect and
affiliation was secured. On birthdays and on
St. Andrews Day, greetings are exchanged with
Her Royal Highness as well as other Battalions
of the Highland Light Infantry.

In 1954, Hon. Col. H. L. McCulloch, the
Highland Light Infantry of Canada, presented a
pipe banner, beautifully made by Scottish
artists, to the Ist Battalion the Highland Light
Infantry (City of Glasgow Regiment) at the
annual Assaye Ball in Glasgow. This gift will
replace the age-ravaged pipe banner of the 71st
which commemorated the Canadian service of
1824 and 1834 and features the Highland Light
Infantry of Canada badge with a Canadian
moose and maple leaf. It will be carried on the
pipe-major’s pipes at all ceremonial parades
and in a small way acknowledged the many gifts
sent to the Canadian unit from the parent
Regiment throughout the years of affiliation.

Ability to commission would seem an essential
power in an officer-producing unit, but for the
past ten years we have for practical purposes not
had it. It was therefore with great satisfaction
that we took immediate action on receipt of the
War Office letter of June. By the end of the year
about a dozen officer cadets should have been
granted commissions. Many others are qualified,
but prefer not to become candidates at an early
stage of their courses. It is understood that the
forthcoming new directive for the O.T.C. will
include wvaluable incentives for men holding
Certificate ‘B, but recruiting will continue to be
difficult for us since many cadets will qualify for
commissions in their first year with the Contin-
gent, so that we shall no longer be able to count
on an average term of three years service from
the average annual intake of about thirty.

The R.E. sub-unit has been able to make a
useful contribution to the University's search
for knowledge. At a week-end camp on a site
selected by an archaeologist of the Hunterian
Museum the sub-unit carried out an exercise in
searching an area with mine detectors. The
metal objects located by the R.E. are presumed
to be prehistoric in origin and excavation
(probably next year) is expected to uncover
something of interest to the prehistoric archae-
ologist and the R.E. sub-unit had a valuable
week-end’s training which may prove very
productive in other ways.

INFANTRY SUB-UNIT

WHILE it is no doubt a desirable thing that a soldier
should be inured to all weathers, it is still a fact that
training time can generally be most gainfully employed
when our British summer is in one of its kinder moods.

It would be ungracious to speak of camp without
making allusion to brothers-in-arms then with us, the
Contingents of the Universities of Aberdeen, Durham

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and Sheffield. With the first of these, Glasgow has a
long tradition of friendship ; for, until 1939, the two
Contingents met annually at camp. The association
now formed by a new generation seems to be picking up
the threads that were broken off with the coming of the
Second World War, With the English universities we
were strangers, and perhaps a little shy but there was
much cordiality and good will on every hand, and we
look forward to seeing more of them

Events which stick in the mind from the camp period
cover the sub-unit's part in our two ceremonial parades,
the helicopter display, the trip by sea from Dundee to
Aberdeen—under the patronage of the R.A.5.C.—the
inter-contingent shooting competition, wherein the sub-
unit were, to take the kindly view, unlucky. On the
social side, there was the Infantry dinner, now an annual
event, This year the function was held in the Seaforth
Hotel in Arbroath, where the sub-unit entertained a
number of distinguished guests, including the Com-
manding Officer, I.t. Col. A. Treloar, T.p., and a very
“new boy,” Maj. ]. F. Slater, who joined us at Buddon

PRESENTATION OF NEW COLOURS

to the Highland Light Infantry of Canada
BY H.R.H. THE PRINCESS MARGARET
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O~ behalf of the Commanding Officer 1 wish
to extend thanks of the H.L.l. (Canada) to the
Highland Light Infantry (City of Glasgow Regi-
ment) for their good wishes and assistance in
our recent reception of new Colours from Her
Royal Highness The Princess Margaret.

Our Colonel-in-Chief, most gracious and
charming, captivated each heart in her Regiment
on her visit to Canada.

The sun beamed its best and our militia
soldiers paraded their best in honour of the
event in Hamilton on August 1, and 20,000
people in the Civic Stadium and millions more
via television echoed their praise of the Regi-
ment’s performance.

Hindered by lack of time the H.L.I. of

Canada was forced to drop its public trooping
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of the old Colours as part of the stadium cere-
mony. Massed pipe bands of four militia regi-
ments, and the military band of the Perth
Regiment, Stratford, led the four 60-man guards
into the stadium. The streets along which the
guards paraded were jammed with applauding
and cheering spectators, and once in the stadium
the adjutant was shocked and a little amused to
find the audience applauding his commands and
then the execution of these by the men.

Receiving the parade, Maj. W. D. Gerrard,
M.C., C.D., awaited the arrival of the Princess,
then invited her to inspect the guards. The old
Colours were marched off to “*Auld Lang Syne,”
after which the unit formed hollow square and
the new Colours were dedicated.

The regiment then marched past in column of
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guards, and officers and their wives were pre-
sented to the Princess, who consented to sit
with the officers for a formal photograph.

As her car left the stadium, Major A. P.
Graham, second-in-command, led the troops in
three cheers, the shouts filling the large arena
and echoing out to the thousands lining the
streets.

Back in Galt that night the Officers’ and
Sergeants’ Messes and Pibroch Club threw open
their doors to some 600 special guests for a
gala triple-social. Heading the tri-service guest
list in the Officers’ Mess was Maj.-Gen. John
Rockingham who had commanded the O9th
Canadian (Highland) Brigade for a time in
North-West Europe.

A guest at Hamilton was Lt.-Gen. Clarke,
whose appointment as chief of the Canadian
General Staff became effective that day.

Receiving in the Sergeants’ Mess were R.S.M.
and Mrs. George Rutherford and A/R.S.M. B.
Houghton, both former unit Regimental Ser-
geant-Majors. Mr. Rutherford, visiting in
Scotland in June, cabled his acceptance to take
the August 1 parade following the sudden death
of R.S.M. Henry Regehr.

Now the affair is a memory of the individuals
involved. Soon our historical officer will have
it compiled as a splendid chapter of the H.L.I.
of Canada’s history. The chapter will close with
the laying-up ceremony of old Colours in Trinity
Anglican Church, Galt, and a rumoured charter
of the Freedom of the City of Galt for the
city’s Regiment.

To-night marks the end of the third year of
student militiaman training. As in the past two
years, the Regiment’s senior major, Major C. D.
Whittington, E.D., has been in charge of the
seven-week scheme. The H.L.I. was limited to
60 trainees this summer.

Missing this year was summer camp, chopped
as the Defence Department economises. A few
unit personnel were attached to regular force
units for qualifications or training, but the old
gusto is gone. Next summer we may be attached
en masse, in which case I dare say things will be
pretty lively—an H.L.I. of Canada trait.

This week “G™ and “A” chiefs in the unit are
locking (and banging) heads in efforts to set up
the 1958-59 training schedule. We'll be making
it a busy, and, we hope, exciting year.

20,000 JAM STADIUM
PrincESS PRESENTS CoLoRs To HER HAMILTON
Troors
HAMILTON

HonoreD yesterday by Princess Margaret was
one of the fiercest fighting units in two World
Wars—the Highland Light Infantry of Canada.

The Regiment was created early in the 1800s
amid peace-loving, God fearing, Scottish im-

migrants who protested vainly that *' they
shouldn’t be given arms.”

The Regiment which received the Royal and
Regimental Colors from Her Royal Highness,
their Colonel-in-Chief, overcame those early day
apprehensions to achieve one of the greatest
records in military history : never a man posted
missing or taken prisoner and never ground lost
which had once been taken by the Regiment.

Under a blazing sun, more than 20,000 persons
jammed the Civic Stadium here to witness the
solemn and dignified ceremony.

With one exception and that caused by the
roars of the crowd, nothing marred the splendid
military ceremony.

The one incident in the otherwise perfect drill
was when the order wasgiven to ** Present Arms."'

The Regiment was in four guards of 100 men
each. The troops had come to the Slope Arms
and when the “‘ Present” was given, some
didn’t hear, and the National Anthem was played
with part of them still at the Slope.

PRESENT AND CORRECT

And in spite of the great heat and the fact that
twice the men had to stand at the ** Present "' for
nearly five minutes at one time, none wilted or
fell out.

Under command of Major W. D. Gerrard, m.c.,
the Regiment was marched into the Stadium
facing the saluting base. Then the parade was
handed over by the Adjutant, Captain D. A.
Green, to the commanding officer, who ordered
the ceremonial ** Fall-In "' of officers and warrant
Officers.

In slow time the old Colors, the Regimental
Color bearing the names of many great battles of
World War 1, were marched in, to take their
place in front of No. 1 Guard.

The new Colors and their escort were in the
rear of the centre of the Regiment.

The arrival of Princess Margaret, a tiny figure
alone on the dais, signalled the start of one of the
oldest and most solemn of military spectacles. -
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First, Lt.-Gen. S. F. Clark, Chief of the
General Staff, was presented. He in turn pre-
sented senior officers of Central Command, and of
the Navy and Air Force.

MASSED PIPES

Princess Margaret then inspected the Regi-
ment, walking slowly along the lines, while the
massed pipe bands of the 54th LL.A.A. (Scots
Fusiliers of Canada), Perth Regiment, Highland
Light Infantry of Canada and the Argyll and
Sutherland Highlanders, played “* Flowers of the
Forest.”

Next came the marching off of the old Colors.
With the Regiment standing at Present Arms,
the color bearers and their escorts marched off in
““ slow time "' to the tune of '* Auld Lang Syne ”
by the brass band of the Perth Regiment.

It was a sad moment, particularly to those
veterans of the Regiment who helped emblazon
the names of MONT SORREL, ARRAS, YPRES,
HixpExBURG LINE, SoMME, AMIENS and the
Pursuit to Moxs on the regimental flag pre-
sented to them in 1925 by the Highland Light
Infantry Chapter 1.0.D.E.

The old colors, with the original ones presented
in 1868 by the ““ Women of Galt,” will now
““ remain forever ' in Trinity Anglican Church,
Galt.

The whole great audience rose in tribute as the
revered Colors were dipped in salute as they
passed the Princess.

The quaint old ceremony of piling the Drums
for the presentation of the new Colors followed
next.

This was quite a drill, and never performed
better. While Guards 2 and 3 remained
stationary, Guards 1 and 4 inclined to the right
and left, respectively, and marched inwards,
forming a hollow square. This ceremony is
almost as old as the army.

In ancient days, when many soldiers couldn’t
read, they had to know what their flag looked
like because they always fell in on the flag. Thus
the hollow square, where they all could take a
good look at their flag and remember it.

What some people viewing the ceremony on
television might have thought was a mistake,
was quite in order. When the casings were taken
off the new Colors they were dropped on the
ground. and were picked up afterwards by a man
of the Regiment. That is the custom.

The new Colors were laid across the Drums and
consecrated by Colonel the Rev. J. W. Forth,

M.B.E., Director of Chaplain Services (Protestant)
of the Canadian Army. He was assisted by
Lt.-Col. the Rev. J. P. Browne, Major the Rev.
J- M. Cardy, M.c., Major the Rev. J. M.
Anderson, m.c. and Captain the Rev. David
Gowdy.

IN GOOD HANDS

Amid a silence that could almost be felt, Her
Royal Highness accepted the Queen’s Color from
a senior Major of the Regiment, walked across to
the kneeling Lt. R. Chippendale and placed the
staff in his hands. Then accepting the regimental
Color, she gave it to Lt. J. G. Warnock.

Addressing the regiment, Princess Margaret
said she was greatly impressed by its smartness
and drill, ** I have no doubt the colors will be in
very good hands,” she said. ** During the Second
World War you admirably fulfilled your respon-
sibility to the Crown and to your country, and
fought brilliantly throughout the campaign in
Northwest Europe.

In World War 2 the regiment lost 26 officers
and 293 other ranks and won 46 decorations.

From the Hamilton Spectator, Aug. 2, 1958.
PrincEss Margaret met her regiment for the first
time yesterday at 4.45 p.m. when her car entered
Civie Stadium to thunderous applause and cheers
from a crowd of not less than 16,000,

The troops were lined up in two columns
across the arena facing her dais on the north side.
Facing her in front of his men was the com-
manding officer, Major W. D. Gerrard.

At the top of the stand behind the royal dais
and overlooking the area was a battery of signal
lamps set up by the Signals Corps. Much of the
ceremony was carried out behind the command-
ing officer’s back and the lights above the dais
kept him informed of what was happening.

Princess Margaret had to leave the stand again
to meet the colors on the arena forecourt and
make her presentation speech. In this she said :
1 am greatly impressed with your smartness
and bearing and by the high standard of your
drill and I congratulate you most sincerely on
this fine parade.”

This was a sincere Royal compliment. For she
departed from her prepared speech to make it.
She ended by saying :

“ I now commend these colors to your keeping.
I know you will gnard them well not only with
bravery in battle but with resolute service in
times of peace.”
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When the new colors had been marched off the
field the regiment’s officers were presented to
Princess Margaret. Then she posed with them
for photographers and Major Gerrard, on behalf
of the Regiment, presented her with a silver
cigarette box bearing the regimental insignia
with the motto ** Defence is Undivided.”

THE dainty princess, the focal point of all eyes in
the blistering heat, then received the two new
colors from Senior Majors C. D. Whittington and
Del Struck, placing them in the waiting hands of
Lts. J. G. Warnock and L. R. Lumber. With
guards Color Sgt. R. G. Bennett, C.S.M. George
Struck and Sgt. Harry MacManian, the new
colors were later escorted to their regiment,
front and centre,

Margaret’s words, clear and well put, reached
everyone in the stadium. They were spoken with
sincerity, seriousness.

““ This is a solemn moment in the history of
this battalion . . . you have said goodbye to one
set of colors and have dedicated new colors.”
She also complimented the Highlanders on their

*“ smartness and bearing and high standard of
drill.”

Her clear voice was firm as she urged the
H.L.I. of Canada to carry them in honour, as
they had carried others in battles of the past. " 1
know vou will guard them well,”” she remarked,
speaking of the unit’s fine record in the last war.
““ You fought brilliantly . . . with high standards
of courage,” she said.

“ Remember,” she stated, ** these colors sym-
bolise your three-fold lovalties—to Queen, to

country and to your regiment.”
she stepped back a few paces.

NEVER BRING DISHONOUR

Major Gerrard, who performed his many
functions on this great day with capability,
remarked, ‘‘ Never by word or deed shall we
bring dishonour to these Colors,” after noting
that it was appropriate that the presentation was
made by Princess Margaret on her first visit to
Canada. He believed the event would prove an
inspiration to members of the unit that day and
in the future.

Then quietly

After a general salute, performed with excellent
snap and precision, the colors took their place
with the H.L.I. of Canada.

Two-end 60-man guards, which had formed
hollow square for the consecration and presenta-
tion then reformed line.

One of the finest, most spectacular events then
followed, as the regiment swung past the
Princess in a march past. They were led by the
large massed pipe bands. Waves of applause,
especially from wartime ex-H.L.I. of Canada
veterans and other Galt and Preston people,
broke the silence and the floating, shouted
orders. Reforming their ranks, the H.L.I. of
Canada then moved forward in an advance in
review order.

An excellent job was done by the five-man new
colors party, as they were marched off the field.
The Princess followed the progress of the group
with her eyes, watching until they crossed the
cinder track to the right.

This concluded the official military perfor-
mance of the presentation of new colors by
H.R.H. Princess Margaret Rose.
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
